Water Supply Fact Sheet

The Towbridge Homeowners Association (THA) owns and operates a Public Water System that supplies potable water to 87 homes in the Towbridge development.  The water plant is licensed by the Ohio EPA and must be maintained in accordance with Ohio regulations that govern Public Water supplies.

Operating Authority: The Association is authorized to operate the water plant by Ohio EPA license 00-7708112.  A Class I Water Plant Operator is employed to oversee and monitor plant-processing activity on a daily basis.  The plant is inspected daily and water tests are performed to ensure that the plant remains compliant with operating requirements.  

Water System: The THA water system consist of two deep drilled wells which provide an artesian supply, several iron removal filtration vessels, a chlorinating unit, tanks to store 40,000 gallons of treated water, and three heavy duty centrifugal pumps to distribute water to all homes within the development.  Since our water source involves artesian wells, the supply of water is never a problem.  However the number and size of filtration units limit the rate at which water is filtered and processed.  To guard against exceeding the plant’s throughput capacity, the only controlled activity is lawn watering.  During extended hot and dry summer days, an alternating even/odd day lawn-watering plan is implemented to avoid water distribution problems. 

Consumer Safety: The THA water supply is monitored continuously for various chemical parameters: The residual level of chlorine is measured and recorded daily. Water samples are collected weekly and submitted to an accredited laboratory for analysis of Total Chlorine, Iron and Hardness.  A sample is also analyzed monthly for Total coliform bacteria to ensure that the supply remains safe for human consumption.  In addition, water samples for lead, copper, and other inorganic and organic chemical contaminants are taken periodically, as mandated by our operating license.  All sample results are reported to the Ohio EPA and the Towbridge Board of Trustees publishes an annual Consumer Confidence Report each July.    In its 19 year operating history, the Towbridge water system has never experienced an unsafe monthly coliform sample, except when the plant was off line and flooded due to the unprecedented area flood of 2003.
