CONSTRUCTION:

Remember to check the Towbridge Deed Restrictions before contemplating any home improvement projects or entertainment / recreational projects, for there are specific items and structures that are prohibited in the THA development: see Section II of the Deed Restrictions. Also, be sure to obtain all the necessary permits from the City of Hudson and Summit County before engaging in a building project (i.e. fence, pool, deck, driveway improvements, etc. on your property).   

WATER SERVICE:

THA operates its own EPA licensed community water plant. To establish your water account, please contact our Treasurer.

Cost& Use:
Homeowners of property located along the association’s ponds are charged a base amount of $60.00/month.  Homeowners of non-pond property are charged $50.00/month.  In each case costs are based upon the use of up to 12,000 gallons of water/month.  

Consumption of water above this amount is assessed additional fees.  Water usage greater than 12,000 gallons per month will be charged $0.004 per gallon.  Each home must be equipped with a water meter in the basement and a water remote relay installed on the exterior of the home to allow for quarterly meter readings by the THA. Expenses associated with the installation and maintenance of these items is the responsibility of the homeowner. Meters are read quarterly each year.  In the event remote relays are in need of repair or replacement the BOT will authorize such repair and bill the homeowner.

Billing:  
Each homeowner is billed through the mail by our accounting service Schicano & Schicano LLC.  Billing is performed once/quarter at the base amount of 180.00 (pond property) or $150.00 (non-pond property) plus any over use charges.  The billed amount is due on or before the 15th day of the month following the end of the billing quarter.  Payments postmarked or received after the due dates are charged a $5.00/ month delinquent fee.

Lawn Watering

Rule:
The Towbridge water plant is a central water system supplied by two deep-drilled wells, which yield an abundant supply of water.  However, the rate at which water is treated and processed has a certain throughput limitation.  In order to avoid unnecessary water outages, THA implements the following mandatory lawn-watering rule. During summer months, residents who choose to water their lawn are to observe an alternate watering schedule.  Based upon their house number, homeowners with an address that ends in an even number may water their lawns on even dates of the month.  Homeowners with an address that ends with an odd number may water their lawns on odd dates of the month. 

POND USE & MAINTENANCE
All homeowners, who live on the pond, are charged a $10.00 per month fee for the care and maintenance of the ponds. The charge is included in the monthly water statement.  The ponds are owned by each respective adjoining homeowner and are not accessible to non-pond owners or the general public without securing permission of the specific pond homeowner whose property is used for access to the pond. Recreational fishing is permitted with permission of the owner of the property where the fishing would take place. Persons fishing should use non-barbed hooks and immediately return all fish caught to the pond from which they were taken.

FIRE PROTECTON

The Hudson Fire Department provides fire protection.  The Towbridge Development has three fire hydrants strategetically placed along our water distribution system.  The Towbridge ponds also serve as a supplemental source for the Fire Department in fire fighting, should such be required. To facilitate access to the pond water source, there are three “dry” hydrant connection stations that the Fire 
Department can use.  These are located near the ponds and adjacent to certain homeowner properties.  If you live where there is a hydrant pipe on you property, please keep it unobstructed. 

REFUSE SERVICE

The THA Board of Trustees contracts with a single source refuse Disposal Company on behalf of all homeowners in the development.  Our current refuse company is REPUBLIC Waste Services.  Only this vendor is authorized to collect THA refuse.  Each homeowner is billed for this service, along with their water service, on a quarterly basis.  The current fee is 42.00 per quarter and is displayed on your water bill invoice provide by our accounting service Schicano & Schicano LLC.   
ASSOCIATION FEES

Both water and refuse fees are due upon receipt since these are billed on a “fee for service’ basis.   Failure to remit payment for these services will result in late fees being assessed to a homeowner’s account and, if not resolved in a timely manner, will be cause for discontinuation of a specific service. There is also a one-time annual Association fee of $25.00, which is included in the first quarter water and refuse bill each January.
SAFETY

The City of Hudson Village Police Department patrols the neighborhood.  The department is very responsive to community needs and will schedule extra drive by patrols when homes are left unattended during vacation periods, provided a homeowner registers for this service at the safety center on Oviatt Street.
